YAP scholarships are intended for children living in subsidized housing or participating in the 
reduced or free lunch program at their school, or other compelling evidence of financial need. 
Scholarship awards are based on evidence of financial need and correctly completed forms. 
Awards are given on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Applications are reviewed by the Bates
